The young man Samuel was ministering to the LORD under Eli. And the word of the LORD
was rare in those days; there was no frequent vision. 2At that time Eli, whose eyesight had
begun to grow dim so that he could not see, was lying down in his own place. 3The lamp of
God had not yet gone out, and Samuel was lying down in the temple of the LORD, where the
ark of God was.*Then the LORD called Samuel, and he said, “Here I am!” %and ran to Eli and
said, “Here I am, for you called me.” But he said, “I did not call; lie down again.” So he went
and lay down.®And the LORD called again, “Samuel!” and Samuel arose and went to Eli and
said, “Here I am, for you called me.”

“Samuel, my son.” And he said, “Here I am.” *’And Eli said, “What was it that he told you?
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Do not hide it from me. May God do so to you and more also if you hide anything from me of
all that he told you.” 8So Samuel told him everything and hid nothing from him. And he said,
“It is the LORD. Let him do what seems good to him.” **And Samuel grew, and the LORD was
with him and let none of his words fall to the ground. 2°And all Israel from Dan to Beersheba
