Heinemann is UNL Honors graduate

Paige Heinemann of South Sioux City is among 190 University of
Nebraska-Lincoln graduating seniors who have completed the
requirements to graduate from the University Honors Program in May.
Heinemann will graduate from the College of Journalism and Mass
Communications. To graduate from the Honors Program, students must
maintain at least a 3.5 grade-point average, complete a culminating
senior project or research thesis, and fulfill other curricular requirements.
This is the largest class of graduating honors students in the program’s 34-
year history.
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The LCMS and COVID-19 Vaccines: Facts and Considerations
COVID-19 Vaccines and Abortion

A Reliable information on the sourcing and testing of COVID-19 vaccines from the pro-life researchers of the Charlotte Lozier Institute may

AAccording to the Lozier Institute, the current FDA-approved COVID-19 vaccines (Pfizer/BioNTech and Moderna) do not use aborted
human fetal tissue in the design, development or production of the vaccines.! 2

AThe current FDA-approved COVID-19 vaccines have been testedusing human fetal cell lines (as are many other medicines, such as the
MMR and polio vaccines, as well as treatments for HIV, Parkinson’s and diabetes), but the vaccines themselves do not contain any
aborted fetal cells.?

Aquy remaining COVID-19 vaccines in development do use human fetal cell lines and are therefore considered “ethically controversial”
(for instance, the UK-approved Oxford/AstraZeneca vaccine as well as the one from Janssen/Johnson & Johnson).

COVID-19 Vaccines and the Synod

Athe Synod in convention has repeatedly adopted resolutions supporting the sanctity of human life and opposing abortion (e.g., 2019
Resolution 3-02A, 2010 Resolution 6-02A, 2007 Resolution 6-02, 2004 Resolution 6-04).

Athe Synod in convention has not officially adopted a resolution concerning the use of vaccines developed from or tested using fetal cell
lines.

A The absence of an official Synod stance does not impact an individual’s ability to seek a religious or personal belief exemption from
vaccine requirements. In many states, religious exemptions from vaccine requirements can be obtained by individuals on the basis of
conscientious objection.

A Complete consensus does not exist in the pro-life community at-large on the reception of vaccines developed from or tested using fetal
cell lines (e.g., the debates within Roman Catholic circles).*

Athe Commission on Theology and Church Relations has published no report or opinion on vaccines. It has discussed the possibility of
addressing it pursuant to 2019 Resolution 11-01A (“To Give Guidance and Encourage Action on Beginning-of-Life Issues”), but work on
that has not begun.

What We Can Say

Athe Synod remains steadfastly committed to the sanctity of human life and supportive of those institutions and individuals advocating for
the unborn.

A Genvine concerns for life exist on both sides of the COVID-19 vaccination question: concern for the use of aborted fetal cells in the
design, development, production and testing of vaccines, as well as concern for the physical well-being of one’s neighbor endangered by
the virus.

A There is no official Synod position on the use of COVID-19 vaccines (as such positions are ordinarily expressed through a resolution of the
Synod in convention).

A Christians should respect the consciences of one another on a question where Scripture and the Synod have not spoken expressly.

A Members of the Synod and Synod congregations are encouraged to:
— Educate themselves about the vaccines;

— Consult with trusted health care providers, clergy and those who may be impacted by their decision; and

— Act on the basis of informed conscience as to receiving the vaccine.

We hope to have our teacher positions filled. Pat applied for the $250.00 start up money from Thrivent for
VBS.

Trustees: The Trustee’s report will come during New Business. The new church side door will be installed as
the weather permits.

Elders: A Letter from Kathy Danielson was presented to the Elders. She requested to be removed from Hope
Lutheran membership. Discussed COVID situation. Dakota county numbers are down. Worship Services are
pretty much back to normal now that Nebraska governor has placed the state in “green” status. If there are
any questions about Worship and/or Sacrament they can be directed to Pastor or Elders. We are still using
the sanitizer machine after events and continue to have masks and hand sanitizer available, with social
distancing set up in the gym. Pastor Awe has resumed his schedule of visitations of members and shut-ins.
Discussed the logistics of Elders assisting with Holy Communion.

Missions: There are couple different things going on with St. Paul’s Lutheran school. There is a steak sale
going on right now. Price for the steaks is 2 for $15.00. Please talk to Suzy about getting your steaks.

There will also be a golf outing fund raiser on August 1. More information will follow. Thank you to the
nominating committee for finding people for the Mission Board. We are looking at a Pot Luck dinner after
Bible study at 11:30 A.M. on July 11t We need all members of Hope to come out and support our dinner.
We will be inviting our VBS families and our Hispanic neighbors.

Hispanic Ministry Committee: Carmen Ortega will be the guest speaker at the Hispanic Group meeting on
June 8. Pastor Witte will check deadlines for South Dakota and lowa West LWML grant application deadlines.
Dave reports that the fundraiser for Carmen Ortega netted $531. This figure was changed from $528. Pastor
Boring notified us that there is a grant available from Nebraska District for Hispanic kids to attend VBS or
summer camps. Pastor Flo reviewed the four criteria required for the grant. After discussion, it was decided
that the Hispanic Ministry will help with Hope’s VBS and then see if there is enough Hispanic participation to
justify proceeding with applying for the grant. Next Siouxland Hispanic Ministry meeting will be June 8™ at
